As a result Ryan Evans, 35 year old male from Burlington NC,  was issued a citation for disorderly conduct and Eddie Mercer Jr., 71 year old male from Graham NC was cited for simple assault.  The investigation into other instances is still ongoing and charges are forthcoming.  The incident lasted almost two hours when the groups dispersed without further incident.
